The MammoXL Q
pilot has been carried out by Bevolkings
onderzoek Midden-West in cooperation
with three hospitals in the Utrecht region. These are the Utrecht University Medical Centre (UMCU),
the Diakonessenhuis and the St. Antonius Hospital.

Pilot Y |
The MammoXL pilot was started in response to the national digitization of the breast cancer screening
tests (see success story digiBOB) and a broadband project in the Utrecht region. Now that the screening

images are digital, we take the step to digital image exchange with MammoXL. The pilot is based on the
use of standards for communication in healthcare. The aim is to make the screening data quickly available
to the hospitals and also to receive back diagnostic and treatment information from these hospitals. That
way, the screening responds better to the care process and offers possibilities for improving the quality of
screening through faster follow-up.

Situation A
Only until recently, the national breast
cancer screening was still a fully analogue
process with mammograms in the form of film

and reports on paper. If, after the screening, a
client was referred to the hospital, this informa-
tion went with the patient to the hospital.
Currently, the digital mammograms and the
report are sent on a CD to the hospital. In many
cases, the CD is read in the hospital’s PACS. This
requires all types of actions.
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MammoXL is available from 2010 for all hospitals that support XDS-I

Plan of approach

The IHE-profile XDS-I enables exchange of (medical) information between multiple care
providers. In MammoXL, XDS-I is employed to make the screening information digitally available
to the hospital the client is referred to. The fact is that the client him/herself determines, in
consultation with the GP, in which hospital further diagnostics will take place. The mammo-
grams and the reports are (automatically) registered in the MammoXL reference index (registry).
Connected hospitals can inspect these DICOM-images and reports in original format and/or
import them into their PACS. The screening network uses the Dutch Citizen Services Number

(in The Netherlands a unique identification number).

Result
The three hospitals involved can now request, view and import the images and reports. The signifi-
cant advantage is that this information is already available to the specialist before the client checks
in at the radiology department or the breast cancer clinic. With the screening information, the
specialist can determine what further diagnostics are necessary. The radiologist also has the possibility
to compare the clinical mammograms with the screening mammograms. All this enhances the speed
and quality of the diagnostics.
